Homeless  men donôt  want to  sleep in in a shelter because:

§ They donôt want to follow the rules 

§ They donôt like the rules 

§ They can stay out and drink and/or get high with friends 

§ If you have a mate, sometimes it is  the only way to be together 

§ I, personally, turned shelter down twice in 2 different  cities because it was very dirty 

§ I turned one down because it was  overly crowded. I once slept outside for over 6 

months. It was  horrible! But I had no choice because I got off of work very late.   

Sometimes I stayed out on the weekends because I was afraid of what I might miss 

such as crack, cocaine and/or alcohol. 

§ Some men are loners and want their privacy. Everything to him is none of your       

business. 

§ Some men have deep mental problems and donôt go to shelters. For instance, a week 

ago the police brought a man in to get shelter and he didnôt  want to stay. The police 

were just trying to help him. Although I didnôt know the man, I reached out to him too. 

He stunk really bad. The police left, and I offered him a shower, and thatôs when things 

got ugly. He showed us he didnôt want help. He wiped his feces all over the stall in the 

bathroom. He had a Ziploc bag full of his feces from days ago and dumped it all over 

the floor and said, ñCall the police on that!ò  

§ Others do not want to be in the same shelter because someone is there that they canôt 

get along with.

Mike Riescher has been a man on the move . . 
. literally.  He and his family lived in Upstate 
New York until he was 9 years old.  They 
moved from there to Southern California 
where he graduated high school in 
1976.  After his mom died in 1991, he began a 
life of living on the streets while sleeping in 
his truck for 6 years.  He didn't have a job 
other than collecting and selling scrap      
metal.  He and some friends moved to Salt 
Lake City and went to work for a moving 
company where he worked for 13 years.  In 
2010 he was laid off, lost his apartment and 
was back on the streets again. He was finally 
able to get  another job and spent the next 6 
years working and living in a moving van that 
traveled all over the country.  At the end of 
each move he would stay in a local shelter 
until their next job.  It was during a job of 
moving someone from Key West to           

Oklahoma that he had a bout with congestive 
heart failure and had to stay in the hospital in 
Forest City, AR.  Once released, he stayed at 
another mission before coming to Calvary 
Rescue Mission in early November. Mike was 
originally hired at  Calvary as a handyman 
helper, but now  manages our Clothing Closet 
and daily laundry.  He says that he finally 
feels at peace and that there is no other   
shelter like Calvary.  He praised our          
Discipleship class saying that it has been a 
great help in understanding the Bible, since 
he doesn't        
remember ever 
seeing a Bible in 
his family 
home.  He said, "I 
am just so blessed 
to be here!"

assigned a 
bed and 
locker in 
one of 
four 
dorms and issued a towel.   

If it is his first day here he 
can get a set of clean clothes, 
including new socks and 
underwear.  A shower every 
day is required.   

From check-in until dinner 
is free time and usually the 
time that we offer job fairs, 
health checks or             
counselling/support from 
various groups. Dinner is 
served at 6 pm, and Chapel     
begins at 7 pm.   

After Chapel, the men are 
given a snack and it is free 
time until ñlights outò at   10 
pm.   

At 5:30 am, the men are 
awakened, given breakfast 
and sent into the world at 
6:30am.   

The schedule is the same   
every day of the week, except  
Sundays when the men can 
sleep in an extra hour,      
including weekends and 
holidays.
